IMMEDIATE RESPONSE

WATER

Never work in areas of standing water until security has determined that no risk of electric shock exists.

COVER STACKS WITH PLASTIC SHEETING 


Cover all affected stacks with plastic sheeting if water is still dripping,


Use plastic trash containers to catch excess water

MOVE WET MATERIALS 


Handle water-damaged materials carefully because, when wet, materials become 


fragile:



do not manipulate swollen or misshapen books or materials 



do not remove covers



do not separate sheets

REDUCE TEMPERATURE AND HUMIDITY


Turn heat down/off


Open doors and windows if outside air is cooler and drier


Set up fans to create as much circulation of air as possible


Use wet vacs to remove as much water as possible

FIRE

Activate nearest alarm

Use fire extinguisher, if fire is small.  Do not use Type A extinguisher on electrical fires.

Evacuate the area and/or building depending on size of fire
